Yes, I am a proud member of the 37th District Democrats. Yes I have contributed and I am a PCO.  I have been a PCO in my precinct most of the last ten years, and on several occasions before then.  I have been an active democrat for most of the last 40 years, including being an elected Democratic member of the Ingham County Commission in Michigan in 1972 and 1974, and an alternate delegate to the 1976 Democratic National Convention.

What are the main messages of your campaign?
In my seven years on the City Council, I’ve made decisions that affect many lives – about public safety, transportation, health care, and education.  I’ve been willing to make the tough choices, to take votes based on what I believe in -- and to stand up for the people of Seattle.  

My job as a council member is to listen to people, resolve conflict, and apply a set of core values when making decisions.  My leadership focuses on creating a positive future while keeping what is good about Seattle.  We can have great neighborhoods and a thriving downtown connected by transit, bicycle, pedestrian ways and well-maintained roads.  My goal is to support healthy families, communities, and neighborhoods -- and a vibrant economy whose benefits are shared by all.

I am committed to stand for integrity and accountability in our city government.  We reach our goals by making well thought out decisions, not hasty decisions.  I will continue to ask tough questions on all issues, including the billions of dollars in transportation projects (the monorail, the Alaskan Way Viaduct, the 520 bridge, Sound Transit) that will change the face of our city.  I want to make sure that citizens have a voice and that the job is done right.

I will continue to be a strong leader and to deliver results.  In the next four years, I will:

•
Get resources into Seattle’s transportation network, to maintain our roads and bridges, implement our neighborhood plans, promote economic prosperity through freight mobility, and ensure that Seattle is a safe place to walk and bicycle.

•
Keep our communities safe and healthy, by supporting our parks and libraries, working for better public health, housing, education, and human services, and ensuring that our police and firefighters have the support they need.

•
Expand my regional leadership work, to get light rail to the airport and Northgate and across Lake Washington to the Eastside, to keep moving on replacing the Viaduct and the 520 bridge, and to ensure that if the monorail moves forward it is well-integrated with other transportation systems and works for our neighborhoods and downtown.

•
Restore faith in government by listening and responding to you, valuing and supporting our diverse communities, and preserving open, accountable government and a City Council that’s not a rubber stamp for anyone.

I have a track record of accomplishment in my seven years on the council.  Listed below are highlights of some of my key successes:

•
Secured approval and funding for 38 neighborhood plans and dramatic increases in the Neighborhood Matching Fund, and joined my colleagues in creating successful levies for parks, libraries, community centers, fire stations, low income housing, and families and education.

•
Moved rewrites of the Duwamish and Downtown land use codes through the Council to preserve critical industrial areas and jobs, and to expand downtown housing.

•
Led the creation of Seattle’s Green Building program, expanded purchases of renewable energy, salmon restoration, and funding for transportation choices.

•
Became a regional leader on transportation issues, securing regional agreement on plans for replacing the Alaskan Way Viaduct and the 520 bridge, winning approval for a compromise on I-90 that clears the way for rail transit to the Eastside, leading efforts to implement light rail and extend it to Northgate and the Airport, and forging a regional coalition around transportation funding.

•
Maintained funding for community clinics and childhood asthma programs through three cycles of budget cuts, and led the Council on funding and developing a strategic plan for improving domestic violence programs and supporting public safety.

My Plan is to win.  I will personally touch/reach as many Seattle voters as possible through meeting them at events, parades, meetings, gatherings and through one-on-one contact.  I have almost 200 active volunteers, a kitchen cabinet of 16, and a steering committee comprised of 47 people from diverse geographical and cultural backgrounds.  Thus far, I have over 700 contributors and some 300 endorsements from civic leaders (see attached), including elected leaders, transportation leaders, environmental groups and neighborhood organizations.  I have met with well over 100 groups in the last few months and plan to reach hundreds more before the campaign is through. I have over 30 house parties scheduled and plan to double that number by this Fall. I plan to mail and call absentee voters. I will mail targeted poll voters three times. 
My current budget is approximately $275,000 and I have close to half of that money raised already.  I have a paid consultant and a campaign manager.  I have a volunteer web team, volunteer manager, database manager, lawn sign captain and several FR events coordinators.
Why will you win?
I will win because I am the best candidate and live by a set of principles that guide me in making good, well thought-out decisions for the people of Seattle.  I am a consistent and experienced city council member who is thoughtful and positive. I work well with a variety of constituencies including labor, environmentalists, developers, neighborhood activists, city staff, communities of color, and transportation professionals.  I have a great voting record and am proud of all of the work I’ve done as an elected official.  I believe voters in Seattle recognize integrity and good work and they will re-elect me.  


	4. What is the single most pressing issue facing your jurisdiction and what actions would you take if elected? 

 I believe these are the three top issues facing Seattle, in priority order:

1.  I want to continue my work to get resources into Seattle’s transportation network, to maintain our roads and bridges implement our neighborhood plans, promote economic prosperity through freight mobility, and ensure that Seattle is a safe place to walk and bicycle.


2.  I am also committed to keeping our communities safe and healthy, by supporting our parks and libraries, working for better public health, housing, education, and human services, and ensuring that our police and firefighters have the support they need.

3.  I am looking forward to expanding my regional leadership work, to get light rail to the airport and Northgate and across lake Washington to the Eastside, to keep moving on replacing the Viaduct and the 520 bridge, and to ensure that if the monorail moves forward it is well-integrated with other transportation systems and works for our neighborhoods and downtown.



	5. Non Partisan Races A. If you do not win the primary, is there any reason you could not support your primary opponent(s) in the general election?  
Partisan Races B. If you do not receive the nomination, is there any reason you could not support your Democratic opponent in the general election? Please explain.

I cannot answer that question at this time.  I am not sure that my main opponents are democrats.  If a democrat other than me wins the primary, I would likely support that person.


	6. Do you believe the current structure of taxes and/or fees that generate funds in your area are fair?  If not, how would you change it?  

No, I would prefer an income tax.


	7. What is the Davis-Bacon Act? Do you support it?  
Yes, of course I support it… I always try to bring home the Davis-Bacon.  I also support Project Labor Agreements as the best way to ensure that union workers paid a living wage are employed on major projects, and strong apprenticeship programs are an important way to bring minorities, women, and disadvantaged workers into becoming union members and skilled workers.
The Davis-Bacon Act, as amended, requires that each contract over $2,000 to which the United States or the District of Columbia is a party for the construction, alteration, or repair of public buildings or public works shall contain a clause setting forth the minimum wages to be paid to various classes of laborers and mechanics employed under the contract.   Under the provisions of the Act, contractors or their subcontractors are to pay workers employed directly upon the site of the work no less than the locally prevailing wages and fringe benefits paid on projects of a similar character.  The Davis-Bacon Act directs the Secretary of Labor to determine such local prevailing wage rates.

In addition to the Davis-Bacon Act itself, Congress has added prevailing wage provisions to approximately 60 statutes which assist construction projects through grants, loans, loan guarantees, and insurance.  These "related Acts" involve construction in such areas as transportation, housing, air and water pollution reduction, and health.  If a construction project is funded or assisted under more than one Federal statute, the Davis-Bacon prevailing wage provisions may apply to the project if any of the applicable statutes requires payment of Davis-Bacon wage rates.

The geographic scope of the Davis-Bacon Act is limited, by its terms, to the 50 States and the District of Columbia.  By the same token, the scope of each of the related Acts is determined by the terms of the particular statute under which the Federal assistance is provided.  For example, Davis-Bacon prevailing wage provisions would apply to a construction contract located in Guam or the Virgin Islands funded under the Housing and Community Development Act of 1974, even though the Davis-Bacon Act itself does not apply to Federal construction contracts to be performed outside the 50 States and the District of Columbia.

Davis-Bacon wage determinations are to be used in accordance with the provisions of Regulations, 29 CFR Part 1, Part 3, and Part 5.


	8. Do you support King County Initiative I-22?  Explain your position.

No.  I oppose King County Initiative 22 which would make County Council and County Executive offices non-partisan.  I am interested in transparent, accessible, accountable and effective government and do not think this kind of initiative helps the voters decide who should represent them.  I also believe that strong political parties are an important part of a functioning democracy, and that making all local offices nonpartisan weakens those parties.


	9. The caucus system helps Democratic Party members in a legislative body work together and stick together.  Do you support determining leadership positions and committee chair positions solely within the ranks of the Democratic Caucus?

Yes.


	10. What role should government play in the healthcare system? 
I am committed to keeping our communities safe and healthy, by working for better public health, housing, education, and human services.  I support national health insurance and most initiatives that make health care available to all citizens.  I recently received an award from the Puget Sound Neighborhood Health Centers for my advocacy for funding for health clinics.  The Executive proposed cutting almost one million dollars for neighborhood health clinics from the 2003, 2004, and 2005 budgets, and cutting funds for childhood asthma prevention programs as well.  In all three years, I led the successful efforts on the City Council to restore those funds.  As Vice-Chair of the King County Board of Health, I have been a leader in supporting public health initiatives such as the Active Living program, the campaign against childhood obesity, and efforts to ensure parity for mental health services for the African-American community. 


	11. What is your position on civil rights for Gay. Lesbian, bisexual and trans gendered people? What is your position on equal rights for same-sex couples when it comes to benefits, civil unions, marriage and parental rights?

I believe it is important for all people to have equal access to marriage and the privileges that come with that institution. I also support same sex civil unions, and of course parental rights.  As a City Council member, I voted for domestic partnership benefits at the city and sponsor the Pride Day Freedom Awards.


	12. What creative solutions can you offer to address the problems of the economically disadvantaged?

It is government’s job to stand up for the people who cannot stand up for themselves.   I have a strong voting record of support for human services and have used my influence to get more money for health and human services programs.  I will continue to do so, and to support and initiate programs that strengthen community networks to help the disadvantaged and bring disadvantaged citizens into the mainstream, including new immigrant populations.


	13. If you are a candidate in a contested primary race, what record of performance, ability, experience, personal qualities, and positions on issues distinguish you from your opponent(s)?

I am experienced and effective in creating win-win solutions to problems.  We don’t need any more command and control leaders who think they have all the answers.  When I take on an issue, I identify what’s required, involve people, and avoid the pitfalls that lead to endless process.  I get things done in a timely and systematic manner.  I involve all constituencies, creatively develop solutions, find the right answer (not the hasty one), and follow through by doing the hard work, obtaining support, and ensuring implementation.  I have earned the trust and respect of a wide range of constituencies throughout the City.

When issues become contentious I work to find solutions that benefit the City as a whole while meeting the legitimate interests of the various stakeholders, whether they come from business, the neighborhoods, or labor. It doesn’t always get headlines but I think my style of leadership is critical to advancing balanced economic development that can provide good jobs for working people – while preserving the things we love about our City and its neighborhoods.



	14. What would you like us to know about you?

Below is my BIO:

Richard Conlin was elected to the Seattle City Council in November 1997 and reelected in 2001. In his first term, he chaired the Council's Neighborhoods, Sustainability, and Community Development Committee, whose key mission was to move 37 neighborhood plans through Council approval. The successful completion of the Neighborhood Planning Program was a key step in Seattle’s implementation of Washington’s Growth Management Act.

In his second term, Conlin serves as Chair of the Council’s Transportation Committee. He is currently working on implementing the region’s plan for improved transit, developing new funding sources for transportation maintenance and neighborhood transportation improvements, and supporting pedestrian and bicycle improvements to reduce dependence on the automobile. Conlin is also Vice-Chair of the Finance and Budget Committee and a member of the Urban Development and Planning Committee.

Conlin has been chosen as Vice-Chair of the Board of Health of Seattle and King County, as Vice-Chair of the Growth Management Planning Council of King County, and as Co-Chair of the Seashore Transportation Forum. He also represents Seattle on the regional committee overseeing salmon recovery in the Duwamish-Green River ecosystem. 

Prior to being elected as a Seattle City Councilmember, Richard Conlin was Director of the Community and Environment Department at Metrocenter YMCA from 1985 to 1996. Among the programs he led were Seattle YMCA Earth Service Corps, supporting youth development through environmental education and action, and the Master Home Environmentalist, training volunteers to reduce home indoor pollution.

Richard was also the first publisher of the magazine “YES:  A Journal of Positive Futures,” and currently serves on the Board of the Positive Futures Network.  He has owned and operated a small energy conservation business, worked for the Solar Lobby in Washington, DC, taught public administration at the University of Botswana and Swaziland, been a systems analyst for the Burroughs Corporation, and directed the Energy Project for the Public Interest Research Group in Michigan.

Richard was one of the co-founders of Sustainable Seattle, an organization that publishes the "Indicators of Sustainable Community," measuring Seattle's progress towards long-term cultural, economic, environmental, and social health.

Richard and his wife, Sue Ann Allen, have lived in Madrona since 1982. Prior to his election to City Council, he served as Public Safety Chair and Land Use Chair for the Madrona Community Council, and was active in the development of the Central Area Neighborhood Plan.
