Transportation – Ensuring the gas tax passed by the Legislature funds projects important to North County. Advocating for increased transit for North County.

Parks, Trails and Open Space – Completing the redevelopment of the Burke Gilman Trail and working with all stakeholders on the development of the BNSF right-of-way, should the Council approve the purchase. .

3. Public Health – increasing access to health care; addressing racial disparities in health care system; steaming the emerging adult and childhood obesity crises.  
My campaign is comprehensive and involves strategies for winning the Nominating Convention, the Primary and the general. It includes direct mail, doorbelling, using influence makers and neighborhood leaders.

I have knocked on over 1000 doors to date. We have planned at least 6 mailings, 2 for the Nominating Convention, 2 for the Primary and 2 for the General. Additional targeted mailings are also planned. 

I have a budget of $150,000 through the Primary and $200,000 through the General Election. I have raised $103,000 to date. 

I have a Steering Committee of 10 local leaders, a fundraiser, a campaign consultant (Moxie Media), campaign staff and a large cadre of volunteers.  

I will win because I have served my district well in my 7 years in elected office. I am well connected to the residents of my district having lived here for 20 years. 80% of the New and Improved District 1 I represent currently or when I was in the Legislature. I have a strong and well organized campaign teem. I work hard as an elected official and I am an equally hard campaigner. 


	4. What is the single most pressing issue facing your jurisdiction, and what actions would you take if elected?

An inadequate transportation system. This includes road projects on our most congested freeways (I-405, SR 167, for example), addressing safety concerns (Viaduct, SR 520) as well as transit. In District 1, there are several transportation corridors I consider a high priority. Aurora Avenue N in North Seattle through Shoreline, State Route522 from I-5 to the King County border in Woodinville. Input on these projects comes though the SeaShore Transportation Form, which I co-chair. In addition, I am an alternate on the RTID Executive Board, which will design the ballot measure to raise the matching funds for the appropriation the Legislature provided in the 2005 session. Also, Sound Transit will be devoting a lot of resources to the Phase II planning, which will include much of north King county. I have asked Executive Sims to appoint me to the Sound Transit Board in order to provide leadership from North King County in the design of Phase II.

	6. Do you believe the current structure of taxes and/or fees that generate funds in your area are fair?  If not, how would you change it?

The county does not have the same taxing authority as cities. The county can not levy a utility tax or a B&O tax. However, we are responsible for providing local government services to the unincorporated part of the county, much of which is in the urban area.  A tension is created because the county taxes collected from the cities are used to subsidize services to the unincorporated part of the county. This form of unequal taxation is a disincentive for cities to annex unincorporated pockets.  I would support “leveling the playing field” so that the county can asses the same taxes on the unincorporated part of the county that cities can levy on their residents. 

	7. What is the Davis-Bacon Act? Do you support it?

The Davis-Bacon Act is a federal law, also adopted by Washington State, that requires contractors on public construction projects to pay prevailing wages. Prevailing wages are wage standards set by surveys of actual wages paid in local communities. I strongly support our prevailing wage laws. 

	8.Do you support King County Initiative I-22?  Explain your position.

No. I feel strongly that King County elected offices should be partisan. On the Council, the vast majority of our votes are bipartisan. Being a partisan body forces us to work across the aisle to develop the best legislation for the residents of our county. I also feel it is important that voters know the political values of a candidate, which are reflected in the candidates’ choice of party affiliation. Nonpartisan offices leave voters wondering. 


	9. The caucus system helps Democratic Party members in a legislative body work together and stick together.  Do you support determining leadership positions and committee chair positions solely within the ranks of the Democratic Caucus?

Absolutely. Unlike some of my colleagues, I have always attended caucus meetings, both on the County Council and in the Legislature. That is how we build our relationship and cement our commitment to Democratic values. I believe strongly in following the lead of my colleagues on issues that affect their district and on issues for which they are the committee chair. It is difficult when members of the Democratic caucus chose differently.


	10. What role should government play in the healthcare system? 

Government’s role is to provide health care coverage to their employees and to provide access to heath care for the poor, working poor and children. Government’s role is also to provide leadership in disease prevention through public health services, and disease management strategies to employees and in public awareness campaigns. King County is providing such leadership through the Health Care Alliance. 

	11. What is your position on civil rights for Gay. Lesbian, bisexual and trans gendered people? What is your position on equal rights for same-sex couples when it comes to benefits, civil unions, marriage and parental rights?

I have sponsored legislation on civil rights in the Legislature and on the King County Council. I support equal right for same sex couples. In addition, while in the Legislature I sponsored legislation for civil rights for grandparents being denied access to their grandchildren. I “killed” my bill when the only way I could get it passed was to exclude gay grandparents. 

	12. What creative solutions can you offer to address the problems of the economically disadvantaged?

Creative solutions reside in the realm of public private partnerships. . I serve on the Board of the Shoreline Community College Foundation. We raise money to provide assistance to students attending SCC. This assistance in the form of tuition and books,  as well as help with rent, car repairs, child care, glasses, or anything else a student may need to complete his or her education. I am strongly committed to developing partnerships with the private sector to provide training and apprenticeship programs 


	13. If you are a candidate in a contested primary race, what record of performance, ability, experience, personal qualities, and positions on issues distinguish you from your opponent(s)?

I listen to my constituents. Residents of Richmond Beach wanted the pump station opened as a neighborhood park, I made that happen. The City of Kenmore wanted to own a Metro park and ride lot as part of their downtown master plan, I made that happen. Residents of Lake Forest Park wanted a Farmers Market, I made that happen.  Unlike my opponent, whose district voted overwhelmingly against reducing the King County Council to 9 members; a position he supports today. My opponent opposes Sound Transit, which is strongly supported by his district. I am the only member of the King County Council with a business degree. I worked for 17 years in the private sector, including corporations such as Bank of America as well as self-employment. With my Masters in Public Administration, I have a unique combination of business and public policy knowledge and experience. I used this knowledge and experience in my first year on the King County Council to develop, and pass, a business plan for the Parks Department. I did the same thing for our cultural development department, which is now known as 4 Culture. My opponent, on the other hand, has passed no legislation since joining the King County Council. In addition, I created a unique partnership with the North County suburban cities to commission an economic development survey of business owners in North County. Each city had surveyed residents several times. But, the business owners had never been asked how they feel about doing business in North County. My opponent has not demonstrated any ability to build partnerships. 


	14. What would you like us to know about you?

I work hard and I get things done. I am supported by the Democratic leadership in this region, including Executive Sims, Mayor Nickels, Senator Patty Murray, Congressman Jay Inslee and all the Democrats on the King County Council except my opponent (and one who is running for Seattle City Council).
