I am a member of the 36th District and have contributed to the party.  I was a PCO in the 36th for about 10 years starting in 1984, most recently for LD 36-1730. I doorbelled this precinct with my kids and my fondest memory was taking my young daughter, Marta, in to meet Senator Magnuson as we delivered our literature to him and his wife, Jermaine.



	3. What are the main messages of your campaign? What is your campaign plan?  How many doors have you knocked on to date, pieces of mail planned, budgeting, staffing? Why will you win? What is the fundraising goal for your campaign?  How much have you raised to date? 

My main message is that I will work to get Seattle back on track—solving our transportation problems, investing to attract new family-wage jobs to our city and connecting disadvantaged people to those jobs—and working to create affordable housing along our new transit lines.  I have hired one campaign staffer, a campaign consultant and have raised over $115,000.  My goal is to raise enough to win and I believe that I will win based on my track record over four terms in office of creating jobs 200,000 Port related jobs, helping disadvantaged people and getting major transportation projects like the Third Runway done.


	4. What is the single most pressing issue facing your jurisdiction, and what actions would you take if elected?

Transportation. The most important issue facing Seattle is the need to replace the Alaskan Way Viaduct and I have the tenacity, experience and relationships to help make sure that this project gets done.



	5. Non Partisan Races A. If you do not win the primary, is there any reason you could not support your primary opponent(s) in the general election?  No

Partisan Races B. If you do not receive the nomination, is there any reason you could not support your Democratic opponent in the general election? Please explain.

	6. Do you believe the current structure of taxes and/or fees that generate funds in your area are fair?  If not, how would you change it? 

No, it is too regressive. The sales tax takes a disproportionate share as you drop down the socio-economic ladder and the B&O tax hurts small and start up businesses because it taxes on gross rather than net income.

I support repealing the Bush tax cuts of this decade because they have created an additional burden on local governments to provide needed services without the revenue to support those services. I’d also like the legislature to amend I-695 to provide a more progressive means of paying for transportation improvements.



	7. What is the Davis-Bacon Act? Do you support it?

The Davis-Bacon Act requires that all federal government or federally assisted construction contracts over $2,000 must include provisions for paying on-site workers no less than the locally prevailing wages and that any fringe benefits paid cannot be less to those paid on similar projects.  

Yes, I support it and have worked with the local building trades to make sure that Port contracts are in compliance.



	8.Do you support King County Initiative I-22?  Explain your position.  

No.  There is no need to change the way the King County Council is elected.

I believe that the government should guarantee universal health care coverage.



	11.  What is your position on civil rights for Gay. Lesbian, bisexual and trans gendered people? What is your position on equal rights for same-sex couples when it comes to benefits, civil unions, marriage and parental rights? 

I support equal rights for GLBT people and led the Port to establish domestic partnership benefits for our employees as one of the first local governments to do so in the early 90s.  Also, I worked on litigation in support of gay rights in the mid-70s, while I was in law school. My campaign is supported by leaders in the GLBT community like Anne Levinson and Tina Polodowski.  



	12. What creative solutions can you offer to address the problems of the economically disadvantaged?  

I founded Port Jobs, a nonprofit organization whose mission is to connect disadvantaged people with good jobs.  It has placed hundreds of women and minorities in construction apprenticeships and thousands of disadvantaged people in jobs related to the airport.  It has also given mobility to needy people through Working Wheels, a program operated by the Fremont Public Association, that takes former government fleet vehicles and sells them at below market prices to people who need them in order to be able to get or keep a job.  I continue to serve as the Board’s president and the Port remains the chief funder of this organization.



	13. If you are a candidate in a contested primary race, what record of performance, ability, experience, personal qualities, and positions on issues distinguish you from your opponent(s)? 

I support the Monorail project unlike the incumbent.  I was the first to call for replacing the Alaska Way Viaduct with the tunnel (unlike the incumbent who suggested not replacing it at all), and I came up with a solution to save the waterfront trolley when it looked like it would be permanently shut down.



	14. What would you like us to know about you?  

I am a Democrat and became active as a Democrat even before I was eligible to vote.  I served as a PCO for the 36th District for about 10 years. I hosted precinct caucuses in my home in 1988 and 1992 and have hosted several fundraisers for the 36th in my home.  

I am proud of having served as a countywide official for 18 years, questioning proposals to make sure that they are in the public interest and, once convinced that they are, working effectively to make them happen.  I have worked hard to increase economic opportunity for the disadvantaged in the community and to open opportunity for women and people of color at the Port which is reflected in the dramatic change in the diversity of its workforce during my tenure.
