Answers – Page 2

1.  Not a member of any other party.  I have contributed to the campaigns of Republicans as follows:  Rob McKenna for County Council, Reagan Dunn for County Council, Fred Jarrett for House.  

2.  Became a member in fall of 2004.  Have contributed some since joining.  Currently PCO for 41-1010.  

3.  My campaign will be positive and will focus on maintaining and improving quality of life for all Renton residents.  The campaign will use doorbelling, direct mail, newspaper ads, yard signs, and candidate interaction at available public forums.  To date have formed a committee and had campaign signs printed.  Expect to win because I have solid support of voters and prominent Renton citizens and experience of two successful Council campaigns and one unsuccessful one, plus working for other candidates.  $7,500 would be ample.  Have raised about $800 so far.   

4.  Growth is the most pressing issue for Renton.   Infill development, annexations, population growth in surrounding areas, and an influx of immigrants create challenges.  Partnerships between government entities, businesses and nonprofits are needed to provide services and opportunities for all demographic groups.  Working people must not be priced out of Renton.  Development regulations need to protect neighborhoods and preserve the function of streams, wetlands, and forests.  My goals for the next term would include encouraging affordable housing and sustainable development that encourages use of public transportation. 

5.  N.A. (no primary)

6.  State government regulates taxes, and city government has little room to make changes except to lobby the Legislature.  An income tax with proceeds distributed to cities and counties would be the fairest.  Property tax limitation has forced Renton to rely on sales tax revenues to offset property tax losses.  I will continue to work to 

bring more quality retail to Renton so we can maintain services, and look for revenue opportunities such as  impact and development fees.  Also, to keep citizen confidence so we can go to the voters if necessary in the future for a property tax increase.  

7.  I am not knowledgeable enough about the Davis-Bacon act to express an opinion.  I know that it mandates “prevailing local wage” on public projects but not the details of how that standard is applied or what proposals are out there.  

8.  I do not favor I-22.  The group that proposed it has suspect motives, and I do not believe that you could prevent Republicans and Democrats from promoting their own candidates at that level – it would happen but just not be open as it is now.

9.  Not knowledgeable enough of the procedures to have an opinion.

10.  On a national level I would like to see a single-payer system.   A city should provide good benefits to its employees and their families, and support public clinics.   This means hiring long-term workers rather than contracting for their services to avoid benefits.  King County health services should have a stable source of funding and cities should lobby for it, and work with other jurisdictions to promote state and national health care.  

11.      I support equal rights for all citizens.    

12.     At the local level schools must have the resources to provide for the needs of low-income and at-risk children.   I have supported partnerships between the City of Renton and the Renton School district, including Communities in Schools for which I will be a mentor this school year, the and the summer lunch programs in which the City participates.  Sports and other programs run by the Parks Department provide opportunities for the children and parents.  Renton has affordable housing that needs to be preserved through incentive programs and working with nonprofits such as St. Andrew Housing Group.  Seniors can be supported through city sponsored programs.   I would continue these programs and push for stronger policies on affordable housing.

13.  N.A.

14.  Renton voters are generally conservative and this is reflected in the makeup and policies of the Council.  I am the only Council member who openly advocates for environmental concerns and low-income residents in spite of the political risks, and have had some good success in these areas although change takes time.  I expect that the Master Builders will endorse and fund my opponent, a Republican, because I did not use my position as chair of the Planning and Development Committee to weaken Renton’s Critical Areas Ordinance from the recommendations of our staff and voted to require an environmental impact statement for development adjacent to the Black River Riparian Forest.  My goal is to help move Renton more progressive positions in the future.
