 I want to deal with real problems we can still change in our lifetime. Problems like the our city having the highest rate of asthma in the country. Problems like increased contamination of our public waterways. Problems like smog and gas emissions which have grown exponentially over the last 10 years. Problems like the homeless not having any health standards for the tent cities they live in. We have one of the highest TB infection rates in the country.
