	1. Are you a member of another political party? If so, which ones? Have you ever supported or given money to a candidate from another party in a partisan race? If so, whom?

I am a life-long Democrat.  I have not financially supported non-Democratic candidates.



	2. Are you a member of your local Democratic District Party?  Have you contributed financially to the County Democratic Party? Have you been a Precinct Committee Officer? When/Where?

I am not involved with the district or county party, nor have I served as PCO.



	3. What are the main messages of your campaign? What is your campaign plan?  How many doors have you knocked on to date, pieces of mail planned, budgeting, staffing? Why will you win? What is the fundraising goal for your campaign?  How much have you raised to date?


My main message is that the current monorail board has failed. Miserably.

I have been skeptical of the monorail project ever since it first came to a public vote (I opposed it).  We face two choices – either find a way to deliver the project that was promised to voters, or shut the agency down.  I do not have confidence in the ability of the current board to effectively manage either task.

I offer financial expertise that is sorely lacking on the board, experience overseeing the County’s criminal justice funds, and most recently supervision of the METRO Transit operating budget.  I will ask the tough questions that need to be asked of an agency in crisis while possessing the background needed to do more than simply take staff at their word.

I plan on running a relatively low-budget grassroots campaign, relying mainly on candidate forums, community events, and press coverage to convey my message.   



	4. What is the single most pressing issue facing your jurisdiction, and what actions would you take if elected?

Viability.  An honest determination needs to be made of whether the project can be built, grounded in reality.  I am not satisfied with the actions of the board over the last three years in carrying out this simple task, and it must be completed quickly.  As a board member with experience closing down agencies and funds, I will provide leadership in the likely event that the project must be terminated.



	5. Non Partisan Races A. If you do not win the primary, is there any reason you could not support your primary opponent(s) in the general election? 

I don’t think either of my opponents are qualified for the position.



	6. Do you believe the current structure of taxes and/or fees that generate funds in your area are fair?  If not, how would you change it?

I think our tax structure is highly regressive, and I support comprehensive tax reform, including a progressive income tax.  



	7. What is the Davis-Bacon Act? Do you support it?

The Davis-Bacon Act relates to prevailing wages for government public works projects.  I fully support it.



	8.Do you support King County Initiative I-22?  Explain your position.

I prefer keeping the King County Council partisan.



	9. The caucus system helps Democratic Party members in a legislative body work together and stick together.  Do you support determining leadership positions and committee chair positions solely within the ranks of the Democratic Caucus?

Yes.



	10. What role should government play in the healthcare system? 

I think the government should play an active role in solving our health care finance crisis, whether through greater consumer information and accountability or a single-payer system.



	11.  What is your position on civil rights for Gay. Lesbian, bisexual and trans gendered people? What is your position on equal rights for same-sex couples when it comes to benefits, civil unions, marriage and parental rights?

I support equal rights for all, including legal recognition of same-sex marriage.



	12. What creative solutions can you offer to address the problems of the economically disadvantaged?

I think a combination of tax reform and effective support services are needed.



	13. If you are a candidate in a contested primary race, what record of performance, ability, experience, personal qualities, and positions on issues distinguish you from your opponent(s)?

The current monorail board has demonstrated a poor grasp of the financial realities of running a public agency.  I offer the practical experience in fiscal management that appears to be sorely lacking at the Seattle Monorail Project.

I live in the Ravenna neighborhood with my husband Rick and sons Nathan and Elliot.
