I’m running on four priorities:

I plan on running a grassroots campaign focusing on what we’ve accomplished these last 3 ½ years and continuing to take Seattle in the right direction.  I have raised over $445,000 to date.



	3. What is the single most pressing issue facing your jurisdiction, and what actions would you take if elected?

I believe the most pressing issues facing Seattle reflect my four priorities, transportation, public safety, the economy and vibrant neighborhoods.  As Mayor, I’ve led a coalition to replace the viaduct, securing state funding and now am working on getting the rest of the necessary funding from local and federal sources.  I am continuing to work to ensure that we make the appropriate investments in mass transit to offer more choices to our commuters.  I worked to get 25 more officers to help keep our neighborhoods safe.  I will continue to encourage investment in key business districts like South Lake Union, Northgate, Broadway and the U-District to create jobs and revitalize these areas.  I will build on the success of our work to create more housing in our city bringing in residents and investments into our neighborhoods.  Finally, I will work with the school district to ensure all children in our city succeed academically.   


	4. Non Partisan Races A. If you do not win the primary, is there any reason you could not support your primary opponent(s) in the general election? 

I’ll make that decision when that time comes.  


	6. Do you believe the current structure of taxes and/or fees that generate funds in your area are fair?  If not, how would you change it?

While I believe our local tax system could be more progressive, the City is limited in the ways it collects revenue by state laws.  I would be open to working with our state legislators on some reforms to our state’s tax structure that are more progressive and do not unfairly burden the poor.


	7. What is the Davis-Bacon Act? Do you support it?

Passed by Congress in 1931, the Davis-Bacon Act guarantees that workers on public works projects will be paid the local area standard and public works projects will not be used to undercut area standards for wages and benefits.  Yes, I support the Davis-Bacon Act and our local prevailing wage statutes.


	

	8. The caucus system helps Democratic Party members in a legislative body work together and stick together.  Do you support determining leadership positions and committee chair positions solely within the ranks of the Democratic Caucus?

As a former member of the King County Council where there were partisan caucuses, I know first hand how a caucus system can help legislators set a clear agenda and legislative priorities together.  I support a caucus being able to elect their leadership and who represents their party on committees.


	9. What role should government play in the healthcare system? 

Government can have a critical role in our healthcare system by ensuring that all citizens get access and fair treatment in the healthcare system. Today too many people are going without health care, and this is a failure of both the industry and government. As we struggle to ensure greater medical coverage for all, I believe government can bring all parties— insurers, health care providers, consumers and advocates— to the table, work together on a solution, and provide the necessary enforcement.  Since the City is one of the largest employers in Seattle, we can lead by example in ensuring that our employees and their families get access to quality, affordable healthcare.

	10. What is your position on civil rights for Gay. Lesbian, bisexual and trans gendered people? What is your position on equal rights for same-sex couples when it comes to benefits, civil unions, marriage and parental rights?

I believe everyone deserves basic civil rights regardless of sex, color, creed or sexual orientation.  I believe same sex couples deserve the same legal and parental rights as opposite sex couples receive through marriage.  On the local level, I signed an executive order which gave City employees in same-sex marriages the exact benefits as employees in opposite-sex marriages.  I also proposed legislation to ensure that all same-sex marriages were recognized in Seattle and received the same rights and guaranteed protections as opposite-sex marriages.


	11. What creative solutions can you offer to address the problems of the economically disadvantaged?

I believe that a strong economy is one that ensures opportunity for everyone.  This means opportunities for good paying jobs, quality education and affordable housing.  In my first term, I have led efforts to revitalize neighborhood business districts to create good local jobs.  Over the last two years the Seattle Jobs Initiative has placed more than 1,550 low-income individuals in permanent, good paying jobs.  In 2002, we renewed the Seattle Housing Levy which has created thousands of units of affordable housing and has helped families purchase their first home with low interest loans.  Even with the constraints of I-200, the City has taken creative steps to ensure that women and minority owned businesses are able to be awarded City contracts on public projects.  I have worked to encourage transit oriented development in South Seattle that will provide an affordable way for workers to get to their jobs downtown from their homes in the South end.  The renewal of the Families and Education Levy last year will help our most at-risk and vulnerable students succeed academically.

	12. If you are a candidate in a contested primary race, what record of performance, ability, experience, personal qualities, and positions on issues distinguish you from your opponent(s)?

I have a long record of bringing people together, working towards a solution, making a decision and following through on it to take us in the right direction.

	13. What would you like us to know about you?

While I consider it a great honor to have served all the citizens of Seattle these last 3 ½ years, and I am also very proud to have done it in a way that represents the values and beliefs I have as a Democrat.

	In the interests of strengthening the Democratic Party and the ability of the Party to support me or any other candidate, I pledge to uphold high ethical standards.  I am responsible for the content of literature, advertising, and statements disseminated by my campaign.
