1 - Are you a member of another party? Have you ever supported or given money to a candidate from another party in a partisan race? If so, whom? 

No. I have never been a member of another party. I did make a single $50 contribution to Norm Maleng when he ran unopposed for reelection in 2002. Norm and I are longtime friends since I served as King County Auditor.

2 - Are you a member of your local Democratic District Party?  Have you contributed financially to the County Democratic Party?  Have you been a Precinct Committee Officer?  When/Where? 


I am a current of the 36th District Democrats. I have contributed financially to the King County Democrats and supported various fund raising events for many years. I have contributed to the State and National Democratic Party organizations. I was actively involved with the 1992 Clinton-Gore campaign as a key member of the Washington State campaign after which I received a Presidential appointment as the Regional Director of FEMA. I have served as a PCO but I don't remember the precise details. 


3 - What are the main messages of your campaign?  What is your campaign plan?  How many doors have you knocked on to date, pieces of mail planned, budgeting and staffing?  Why will you win?  What is the fundraising goal for your campaign?  How much have you raised to date? 


The main message of my campaign is to make the Port Seattle more dynamic and accountable. We must reverse the trend of losing market share in trade increasing the burden of a tax subsidy on King County citizens. I will introduce performance audits to hold the Port accountable for its actions. The Port should also be more transparent in conducting its business and listen more closely to the community it serves. This must include increasing opportunity for small businesses. At the same time we must make sure that the Port adheres to its primary mission that supporting maritime industries and airport operations. This will save many family wage jobs, and with an additional focus on building relationships abroad I will endeavor create additional jobs through the Port. Protecting the Puget Sound environment is also an important role that the Port plays and I will ensure that the Port doing all it can in this regard. 


Our campaign plan includes an aggressive voter outreach strategy, mail and literature pieces, newsletters, a website and the use of volunteers in every legislative district in the county. I have already begun knocking on doors in selected precincts and will continue efforts to directly get in touch with voters in King County. The expected budget for this campaign is approximately $100,000 and we have raised approximately $20,000 so far with several fundraising events planned for the months of June and July. 


I will win because I have the experience and plan to reverse the Port's course of losing trade and increasing its burden on taxpayers. By focusing on preserving and creating jobs through increasing the competitiveness of the Port my vision for the future of the Port should be shared by a majority of voters. I also have several specific initiatives that will resonate with voters concerned about the direction of the Port of Seattle. 

4 - What is the single most pressing issue facing your jurisdiction, and what actions would you take if elected? 


The single most pressing issue facing the Port is to get the Port back to its core mission of efficiently operating its seaport and airport and to make the Port profitable in all of its operations with the eventual elimination of the property tax subsidy. At this time, the Port has drifted off course and ventured into real estate development and other speculative businesses activities. 

I would reaffirm the Port's basic mission and concentrate efforts to make the Seaport profitable and have cost containment programs at the airport. I would institute Performance Audits and revise the business plan to gain back lost market share of West Coast trade. Approximately 95% of our trade is with Asia, if elected, I would work hard to increase outreach to potential customers. A profitable Port means a stronger local economy and more jobs. 


5 - Non Partisan Races A. If you do not win the primary, is there any reason you could not support your primary opponent(s) in the general election? Partisan Races B. If you do not receive the nomination, is there any reason you could not support your Democratic opponent in the general election? Please explain. 


Because this is a non-partisan race I will only support candidates that share my views about the direction and role of the Port. 
 
6 - Do you believe the current structure of taxes and/or fees that generate funds in your area are fair? If not, how would you change it? 


I believe the taxes collected by the Port needs to have a broader base if imposed since the regional benefits from Port of Seattle activities flow far beyond those of us who live in King County. Under better conditions, the property tax should be unnecessary. There is no good reason for the Port of Seattle to have such a high tax subsidy while competitor Ports are profitable. By introducing performance audits and refocusing the Port on its primary mission I seek to reduce and eventually eliminate the tax subsidy. 


7 - What is the Davis-Bacon Act?  Do you support it? 


The Davis-Bacon Act guarantees a prevailing wage for workers on public works projects. I support the act and the goal of increasing family wage jobs for workers. 


8 - Do you support King County Initiative I-22? Explain your position. 


I oppose I-22. I believe that partisan races are a valuable part of our election system.

My position is that government must ensure the health and safety of the public. I support a system that achieves universal health care coverage. I do not believe government is doing nearly enough to meet this goal.

The Port missed an opportunity to promote benefits for domestic partners. The next Commission can do better. I feel strongly that all people should be treated fairly and equally in all aspects of public life. That means the GLBT community must have the same full civil rights protections as everyone else in our community. I support equal benefits, civil unions, marriage for same sex couples and parental rights. My oldest daughter and her partner had a civil union in Vermont and consider themselves to be lifelong partners. 

12 - What creative solutions can you offer to address the problems of the economically disadvantaged? 


We have to increase opportunity and wages for the economically disadvantaged to assist them in efforts to climb the economic ladder. The Port can do more in working with businesses to provide more opportunities for entry-level jobs and training programs for disadvantaged members of the community.  


13 - If you are a candidate in a contested primary race, what record of performance, ability, experience, personal qualities, and positions on issues distinguish you from your opponent(s)? 


I have been honored to have a long career in public service to the citizens of the State. I am the only candidate who has served in elective office. This gives me experience and insight into the operations of public entities that my opponents lack. 

I have been recognized as a public finance expert and taught courses at Seattle University. My public finance background helps me to properly evaluate the Port's finances and make sure that the people of King County are getting bang for their buck. As King County Auditor I was nationally recognized for my pioneering work in "Performance Audits" and would insist that the Port undergo annual Performance Audits.  While serving as Seattle City Treasurer I instituted successful reforms that created a more efficient and economically sound office through smart cash management and making sound investment decisions. I served as regional director for FEMA and understand Port security issues. I have the experience, skills, knowledge and unique qualities that are necessary to be an effective commissioner. 


My goals for the Port of Seattle are to increase trade coming through our city by reaching out to customers in Asia, introduce performance audits to ensure fiscal responsibility and reduce the property tax subsidy, increase community insight into Port decision making, increase opportunities at the Port for small business, and guarantee the Port is doing all it can to protect the environment. 
 
I have demonstrated leadership throughout my career and have provided a vision and the ability to carry it forward. This election is not about me, it is about you and what candidate best represents you and your values and visions for the Port. I graduated from Roosevelt High School, graduated with a BA (economics-foreign trade emphasis), MPA, and am a PhD Candidate (Political Science) all at the University of Washington. 


Throughout my adult life, I have had opportunities to be a leader and pioneer. I served as an Army officer and continued to serve in the Army Reserve. I lead a budget design team to install planning, program, performance budgeting in Washington State. At age 29, I became the youngest County Auditor in King County's history. The people of Seattle elected me to four terms as Seattle City Treasurer. In 1987, City and State magazine named me the Nation's Best Treasurer. President Clinton appointed me as FEMA regional director and I was the Director for the Northwest Municipal Clerks Institute and the Northwest Municipal Treasurers Institute at Seattle University’s Institute for Public Service. With my wife, we started a small business several years ago. 


With my public and private experience, I can be an effective commissioner who works closely with other governments, business and labor to lead a Port that makes a profit and best serves the citizens of King County.
