 The Seattle Public Schools must provide an excellent education for every student. We struggle with an achievement gap, inadequate rigor, and a budget crisis. The School Board must collaborate with District staff, the unions, local and state governments, and the community to ensure academic success for all students and to increase District revenues.  Constructive leadership has been lacking. 

    I entered the race late and have just begun my campaign.  I intend to emerge out of the primary and make myself known to the city.  I have strong grass-roots support and am well known in school district circles.  I will win because the citizens are unhappy with the lack of leadership from the school board on these major issues.   My goal is to raise $30,000 and I am just beginning my fundraising.




4. What is the single most pressing issue facing your jurisdiction, and what actions would you take if elected?  The single most pressing issue is the lack of adequate funding for public education.  I will work with the city and the county to identify sources of additional funding for our public schools.  I will lobby in Olympia, and I will encourage coalitions with business and with charitable organizations to support educational services.

10. What role should government play in the healthcare system? I believe that our current health care system is inequitable and inadequate.  I am in favor of universal health insurance and would like to see consideration given to a single payor system.  Government must take leadership in ensuring adequate health care for all of our citizens.

As it relates to education, I would like to see our community fund universal preschool education for our disadvantaged children.  This would dramatically increase their school readiness and diminish the achievement gap that is already deeply rooted when children show up for kindergarten.
