Like many busy people raising a family and working, I never took the time to get involved with my local party; now that I am retired this has changed. Our fundraising goal is $250,000 and we are off to a great start having raised $80,000 to date.




	4.  What is the single most pressing issue facing your jurisdiction, and what actions would you take if elected?  

The Port has $2.9 billion in outstanding debt, UNLIMITED taxing authority to make interest and principal payments on debt and a proven record of raising our taxes.  Any delay in transforming our Port into a robust engine of trade, commerce and jobs will place a heavy financial burden on the taxpayers of King County.  We need a Port Commissioner with a proven track record of financial management and governance.  One who can ensure that the business of the Port is run efficiently and our taxes are used sparingly and wisely.



	5. Non Partisan Races A. If you do not win the primary, is there any reason you could not support your primary opponent(s) in the general election?

I am not opposed to taxation, as long as it is evident that the Port is improving profitability, efficiency and accountability.



	7. What is the Davis-Bacon Act? Do you support it?

The Davis-Bacon Act established a local wage standard that contractors are required to pay workers on public projects and is recognized as a milestone in the history of organized labor.  It is very important that workers are paid the prevailing wage as determined by the Davis-Bacon Act.  The Port of Seattle must be held accountable to ensuring that this standard is maintained in all applicable Port contracts.



	8. Do you support King County Initiative I-22?  Explain your position.

Non-partisan offices, as in the case of the Port Commission, can often create a more efficient solution to specific problems.  However, partisan positions are also beneficial in certain offices, which is why I would not support an initiative such as I-22, which would eliminate that possibility.
