	1.    What is your strongest area of legal expertise?   

	Criminal procedure and practice. 


	2.    What recommendations do you have for improving court system funding and administration?

	I would recommend an examination of the distribution of funds being paid to all jurisdictions and allocation based on need. I would recommend redistribution of costs of jailing to programs of treatment and services where appropriate. I would make the case to the people that a strong independent court is worth funding.

	3.    What recommendations do you have for increasing access to the judicial system (Civil and Criminal)?

	I have worked to make the court more accessible to people whose primary language is something other than English. I would have forms used in all courts translated into languages that are represented in the community.  I have done this in the court I work in. I would recommend and I practice outreach programs to educate the community as to the function of the courts and what services are available. I would insist that all persons who need accommodation receive it so that no person is excluded.

	4.    What actions have you taken in the last five years on issues regarding access to the judicial system?

	I have had forms translated into the languages that are represented in the community.  I have engaged in a community outreach to senior citizens discussing the functions of the court and the jury system. I have purchased assisted hearing devices for defendants and jurors who need accommodation in order to participate. I have been a member of a domestic violence task force whose goal it is to reach out to victims and promote education regarding protection orders and safety plans. I have expanded the probation department to include referrals for services to anybody who needs referral assistance.

	5. If a sitting Judge, what committees have you been appointed to and what are the significant accomplishments of those

      committees or yourself? If not, which committee assignments would you seek?

	The committees I have been appointed to include the Diversity Committee, Rural Courts Committee, Education Committee, and the Board for Court Education. My primary accomplishment was working together with the Board for Court Education Committee we instituted mandatory continuing judicial education. This project was supported by the Washington Supreme Court and was instituted as a rule by the Supreme Court. Now all judges in the state are required to attend judicial education and are subject to discipline if they fail to comply.

	6.  Have you reviewed the GR Definition of the Practice of Law, and the Practice of Law Board’s Work? – Do you have comments or ideas?  Would you be in favor of regulated non-lawyer practice to assist those in need in less complex matters? Please explain.

	Yes.  First, there are many reasons why it is absolutely necessary that an attorney trained in the law and licensed by the bar association should be the only person to perform the majority of legal assistance. In short a persons life, liberty, property, and privacy is at risk in many judicial proceeding. I honestly believe that in those proceedings a lawyer deemed competent by the supreme court is the proper person to defend against government or corporate action. Or to represent persons aggrieved by government or corporate action. However there are also a host of extrajudicial functions that a trained technician can perform. Administrative hearings, licensing issues, simple property and landlord tenant issues are a few examples.

	7.  Have you been appointed as a guardian, GAL or Special Master?  If “yes”, please give the details?

	No.

	8.  How have you promoted diversity within your staff?

	Since I have been judge of this court there has been two openings in the clerks office. When advertising to fill the position I required the notice of vacancy be advertised in local minority news papers. I have authorized time off for any member of the staff to attend language classes. I have also authorized staff to attend state and local training in diversity.

	9.  What is your campaign plan?  Why will you win?

	I plan to knock on the door of every voter in the City of Renton. I go out doorbelling every opportunity I get and have been well received. I am attending every community event planned.  I have met persons who have had experiences in the court either as a defendant or a juror, or a person how had a traffic hearing. All have expressed they had a good experience in the court and was treated fairly and with respect. I will win because I am the most qualified, have proven judicial demeanor, and have proven over the last 6 years I can do a good job for the citizens who come to the court.

	10.  If you are a candidate in a contested primary race, what record of performance, ability, experience, personal qualities, and

       positions on issues distinguish you from your opponent(s)?

	In the years since I have been a judge I have not had a complaint filed with the Washington Bar Association or the Judicial Conduct Commission. I have presided over thousands of cases employing the rules of evidence and precedence. I have been an experienced felony trial lawyer trying murder, assault, robbery, kidnap and arson cases to name a fraction of the types of cases I have been assigned. I have been a member of the felony filing unit making charging decisions for the Prosecutor. I have supervised a staff of up to 16 employees and have not had a single grievance filed.  I have operated under budget every year I have been judge. I am known to be very approachable by anybody and have a reputation of being fair and good natured. I have developed a fine sense of the needs of self-represented defendants and how I can assist them and be in compliance with the rules.

	11.  If you do not win the primary, is there any reason that you could not support your primary opponent(s) in the general

       election?  Please explain.

	Yes.  One candidate has never stepped one foot in the Renton court.. He has made it clear he wants to be a judge and where he becomes a judge does not really matter. He is not committed to the Renton Municipal Court.  My other opponent has not spent one minute on the bench. He has been a lawyer for a very short period of time and has a reputation as somebody quick to anger and has had outbursts in my courtroom so offensive his supervisor had to call the court and apologize for his conduct. He has been abusive to the court staff, defendants, and lawyers. He has no appreciation for judicial independence and has made that very clear in a public forum.
