1. Are you a member of another political party? If so, which ones? Have you ever supported or given money to a candidate from another party in a partisan race? If so, whom? I am a Democrat. Except for a short time in the 1990sI had been an Independent. Known to be opposed to the conservatives I was asked to join to help keep the party moderate.  I joined, became a PCO, but after a couple of years decided that the moderates had lost. I left the Republicans.  I floundered for a few years. In 2004 I joined the Democrats in the 33rd  District, became one of their reps to the Washington State Democratic Convention.  I door-belled for Sen. Patty Murray and have donated a lot to the Democrat National Committee and to the Washington State Democrats.  Even though I was a Republican for a couple of years I found no one I could support for office.  

3. What are the main messages of your campaign? What is your campaign plan?  How many doors have you knocked on to date, pieces of mail planned, budgeting, staffing? Why will you win? What is the fundraising goal for your campaign?  How much have you raised to date?

Public Safety focused economic development; adding additional civic amenities to Burien’s east side; improve transportation and strengthening our community are all issues I want to focus on.  I am a champion of open government and transparency in decision- making.  While on Council I focused on multiple annual town-hall meetings in various parts of the city.  That is not happening now.  Decisions are being made with little public input.  Today development contracts are being signed around a design that is different from the original intent.  There has been no special meetings since July 2004 to get public input.  Decisions are always stronger with public oversight.

I am raising money for literature, so have not begun to doorbell.  I have many volunteers to help.  I will win because through my 34 years of activism I have developed a reputation for honesty and for keeping my promises. I should raise about  $6,000. Next week I will loan my campaign $3,000 to get started using the literature pieces I am in the process of developing.

7. What is the Davis-Bacon Act? Do you support it? I absolutely support Davis-Bacon.
There is a wonderful book, The Second Bill of Rights, by Cass R. Sunstein, that details President Franklin Roosevelt’s evolving position on the right to a fair wage for labor, for farmers to sell produce  and businessmen having freedom from unfair competition and monopolies; the right to adequate food, clothing, home, medical care and Social Security.  Perhaps it was his intent over time to legislate all of these issues. The Davis-Bacon Act was the 1930s Depression era legislation establishing Federal wage standards for people employed by the Federal Government. This later led to the prevailing wage standards we have today. The Fair Labor Standards Act and The Family Leave Act have further strengthened these rights. Unions also won again with Apprenticeship Set-Asides.  Today all of these 

rights are under attack. I support all of them and hope for eventual legislation to ensure their longevity. 

8.Do you support King County Initiative I-22?  Explain your position. No.

I value diverse views with people who are willing to compromise.  I feared that Initiative I-22 would have set the stage for one party to control Council.  That is not in the County’s best interest.

I also oppose  those who favored this initiative due to anger at the King County Critical Areas Ordinance.  I have a good environmental record and value the King County Critical Areas Ordinance. 

11. What is your position on civil rights for Gay. Lesbian, bisexual and trans gendered people? What is your position on equal rights for same-sex couples when it comes to benefits, civil unions, marriage and parental rights?  
I believe there is no difference between GLBT people and straight people.  We have no right to question who an individual loves and wants to make a life with.  By virtue of being an American everyone should be accorded the right of a civil union (which even straights have followed and not taken what I see as a religious route of marriage).  Those rights should include every right accorded to a heterosexual couple.  This would include every civil right including benefits through work, civil unions, parental rights, as well as hospital and nursing home care and visitation rights.

12. What creative solutions can you offer to address the problems of the economically disadvantaged?  

While serving on Burien City Council I was shocked at the need of people to organize into Tent City 3.  I believe this is a growing problem and will get worse under the current administration in Washington D. C.  Solutions are expensive.  Ignoring it will not solve it either.  I believe that King County needs to take the lead in developing an inter-local agreement with the cities so that jointly they can fund a solution.  That solution should be permanent housing somewhere, near a bus line, and work with various service agencies to help people find employment and personal housing.  

13. If you are a candidate in a contested primary race, what record of performance, ability, experience, personal qualities, and positions on issues distinguish you from your opponent(s)?

I have spent at least 34 years as a political activist in the Highline Communities.  I have bene an officer and committee chairman in PTSA and Highline Association of School Support Personnel before changing representation to Teamsters.  Using my own initiative I moved the Washington State Department of Health to undertake a health survey in the Highline Communities focusing on cancer, respiratory problems and heart attacks.  This was in response to widespread community concerns.  Again on my own initiative I began working to draw attention to Des Moines Memorial Drive, a WWI drive of national significance.  The result is an inter-local agreement among five local cities and King County with a just completed restoration plan that meets landmark requirements.  In terms of impact on my community I viewed the 3rd runway in the same vein as Wal-Mart.  This dispute eventually led to the school mitigation agreement so that our children have an improved learning environment. Another bonus was improved environmental standards.  I have been a Burien Planning Commissioner, FAA Part 150 Committee member, Burien City Council-member and am currently a King County Landmarks Commissioner. 

On Council I championed public safety and led the effort to increase budget for 4 and 2/3 police officers 

I served on the Council Committee that was instrumental in designing our newly rebuilt 152nd St.

Knowing that the SR 509/518 interchange to be very dangerous I worked with city staff to get that interchange added as a major budget item for state transportation.

My opponent voted against funding construction of a restroom facility in a highly used park, Chelsea Park.  He also voted against added budget for another park.  I have always been a parks supporter.  I know that our community lacks parks located equally throughout the city.   

I joined the Burien Police Chief to champion restricting itinerant camping in parks bordering residential areas.  My opponent accused me of trying to make homelessness a crime.  The issue we were trying to discuss had no further discussion.

While my opponent expressed distrust of police and did not support adding additional police officers I worked hard to hire 4 and 2/3 (making a 1/3position whole) officers. We still need efficiencies to be more effective.

My opponent has stated that elected officials should get on with it and make the hard decisions.

I believe in an open public process that creates multiple opportunities for public involvement so that electeds can hear the wisdom of the people. 

All of these experiences have given me knowledge of a wide range of issues.  I look forward to serving 

the people of Burien.

14.  What would you like us to know about you?

I know the issues and believe very much in the public process.  Having worked hard for this community over an extended period of time, I believe that I have gained a measure of public trust for honesty and staying the course on issues.  

Also in an era of negative campaigning, I agree that I will personally not engage in negative, unprincipled attacks. 
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
