	1. Are you a member of another political party? If so, which ones? Have you ever supported or given money to a candidate from another party in a partisan race? If so, whom?  No. I have only supported Democratic candidates.  In 2003, I turned down an unsolicited endorsement from the 46th District Green Party out of loyalty to the Democratic Party and because accepting it might have been seen as endorsing their party. 


	2. Are you a member of your local Democratic District Party?  Have you contributed financially to the County Democratic Party? Have you been a Precinct Committee Officer? When/Where?  Yes, (46th LD). I’ve contributed to individual Democratic campaigns, the State Democrats and 46th District Demos, but not the KC Demos.


	3. What are the main messages of your campaign? What is your campaign plan?  How many doors have you knocked on to date, pieces of mail planned, budgeting, staffing? Why will you win? What is the fundraising goal for your campaign?  How much have you raised to date?  My main message is that I believe in the people of Seattle.  We need to elect candidates who value and inspire citizen involvement in solving the challenges we face.  My fundraising goal is to raise enough money to be considered viable.  I’ve raised about $10,000 to date.  I’m going to focus my energy on building a grass roots neighborhood campaign.


	4. What is the single most pressing issue facing your jurisdiction, and what actions would you take if elected?  Governance is our most pressing issue.  All of our efforts in solving transportation, economic, environmental, public safety and other needs start with how we are governed.  The Mayor has established a political machine that will only listen to those who support him.  It is imperative that we elect Council candidates with a proven track record of opposing machine politics.  The fate of our local government hangs in the balance.


	5. Non Partisan Races A. If you do not win the primary, is there any reason you could not support your primary opponent(s) in the general election?  The filing period isn’t until late July, so I don’t know for sure who else will be in the race. I’ll decide after the primary.  I would only support of Democrat.
Partisan Races B. If you do not receive the nomination, is there any reason you could not support your Democratic opponent in the general election? Please explain.

	6. Do you believe the current structure of taxes and/or fees that generate funds in your area are fair?  If not, how would you change it? 	9. The caucus system helps Democratic Party members in a legislative body work together and stick together.  Do you support determining leadership positions and committee chair positions solely within the ranks of the Democratic Caucus?  Yes.


	10. What role should government play in the healthcare system? I believe government should provide basic and emergency health care to all citizens.  I just haven’t figured out how to do it: yet.


	11.  What is your position on civil rights for Gay. Lesbian, bisexual and trans gendered people? What is your position on equal rights for same-sex couples when it comes to benefits, civil unions, marriage and parental rights? I support full and unfettered rights for all citizens, including the GLBT community.

In addition to supporting our neighborhood plans, I will propose that the Council establish a standing, independent Economic Development Commission that will vet economic development proposals by the Mayor and Council and provide citizens with unbiased evaluations.  The Commission will also work with industry, business, labor and community groups to identify and recruit the widest range of businesses and industry to Seattle.

That vision is based on the idea that our citizens are our best resource.  I am committed to ensuring that their energy, skills and love for Seattle is not lost to big money machine politics.
