Sidewalk improvements are of utmost concern as many children in the city must walk along narrow streets to reach school bus stops, many with no pedestrian facilities. I am also focused on the completion of Coal Creek Parkway and partnerships with Sound Transit to construct a regional transit center.
· Fiscal Efficacy: We must invest in our community wisely to protect the investments of our residents. An efficient staff and City will demonstrate the responsible use of taxpayer dollars. I want to encourage more partnership with adjoining cities as well as public-private partnerships for larger capital projects in the city like a new City Hall and sports fields.

· Smart Growth: As larger tracts of land are developed the pressure will be on older neighborhoods to rebuild and accept more “in-fill” development. Proper planning policies with an emphasis on design standards and affordable housing must be in place to preserve the character and quality of these neighborhoods. 

My campaign plan includes lots of doorbelling, a mailer and a limited number of road signs. I will win because of my dedication to the city as a planning commissioner. I am familiar with the local issues and have spent more than 4 years volunteering my time to benefit the city. The fundraising goal would be to not exceed the limits for a mini-campaign. I have raised around $600



	4. What is the single most pressing issue facing your jurisdiction, and what actions would you take if elected?

Short-Term: The completion of Coal Creek Parkway. This project consumes an amazing amount of time from our staff and council. This is time and energy that could be used on more long-term strategy and planning. My goals will be to support the continued aggressive pursuit of funding for the project and minimize delays to the extent possible. 
Long-term: Economic development. A primary source of revenue in Newcastle comes from taxes generated from sale and construction of new homes. In 15-20 years, as the available land in Newcastle becomes scarce, this tax burden will be shifted to residents in the form of property taxes unless more work is done to expand our current economic base. I support action that supports smart grown in our downtown that bring a reasonable mix of commercial and residential uses, preferably mixed uses.
