Very limited paid staff; mostly volunteers, self, and family.  Why will you win?  I declared early against a 10-year incumbent and the incumbent did not file to run.  My opponent lives in a guarded gated community and will match or exceed my fundraising; however, I am seeking the endorsement of and help of the organized 32nd LDDO on the ground to help me win.  I am willing to doorbell and talk to voters one-on-one.  My messages also resound with the “regular folks” of Shoreline. What is the fundraising goal for your campaign? $38,000.00 How much have you raised to date? $17,100.00


	4. What is the single most pressing issue facing your jurisdiction, and what actions would you take if elected? 
Without the voters’ consent, the current City Council majority was willing to commit us and our children to long-term debt, thereby jeopardizing our public schools by taking advantage of our willingness to pass bonds for parks and schools.  To make matters worse, people’s opinions and voices were typically ignored if not in agreement with the senior staff and the majority of the Council members.  

I am for equal and fair representation, for allowing all community voices to be heard in the City’s affairs in this representative democracy.  I will make sure the taxes and fees are used on the voters’ priority items and invite the residents and businesses to voice their concerns and desires.  If need be, I will advocate replacing some senior staff members who do not act on behalf of the people of Shoreline.


	5. Non Partisan Races A. If you do not win the primary, is there any reason you could not support your primary opponent(s) in the general election?  There are only two candidates in this race and there is no primary.

	6. Do you believe the current structure of taxes and/or fees that generate funds in your area are fair?  If not, how would you change it? The current fees the City charges the rate payers through the junior taxing districts are not fair since the City does not provide those services.  The utilities fees we pay should be directly related to the cost of delivery of service and not be a cash cow for the City’s general funds.  
Likewise, tax dollars that we contribute to Sound Transit are not being returned to the Shoreline community in an equitable way.  Rather, it seems we’re getting less public transit service, not more, for the $3,000,000 per year Shoreline contributes.  I believe in honesty and full disclosure of taxes and fees collected for services delivered.


	7. What is the Davis-Bacon Act? Do you support it? Davis-Bacon Act specifies minimum wages for laborers and mechanics employed by contractors and subcontractors on public works projects, requires prominent posting of wages scale, and species wages payment frequency.  Yes, I support it and the spirit it was drafted in.  


	8.Do you support King County Initiative I-22? No Explain your position. I-22 makes the County Council and County Executive offices non-partisan.  Party affiliation helps candidates build support and lets voters know something about their political philosophy.  


	9. The caucus system helps Democratic Party members in a legislative body work together and stick together.  Do you support determining leadership positions and committee chair positions solely within the ranks of the Democratic Caucus? Yes.
